Template Overview:
Your poster should be a visually engaging summary of your research, designed to stimulate discussion and interest among the DCTMD2024 attendees. Please adhere to the following structure and guidelines to ensure your poster effectively communicates your findings.

Poster Size:
Maximum dimensions: A0 size (841mm x 1189mm or 33.1in x 46.8in), portrait orientation.

Content Sections:
· Title: Clear and concise, reflecting the essence of your research.
· Authors and Affiliations: List all contributing authors and their associated institutions.
· Introduction: Briefly introduce the problem, your research question, and its significance.
· Methodology: Summarize the methods and materials used in your study.
· Results: Highlight key findings with graphs, charts, and images.
· Discussion: Interpret the results and their implications.
· Conclusions: Summarize the main outcomes and potential future directions.
· References: Include citations for any external sources referenced.
· Acknowledgments: Credit any funding bodies or individuals who contributed to the research.

Design Guidelines:
· Font Size: Ensure your text is readable from a distance. Recommended sizes are 85pt for the title, 56pt for section headings, and 24pt for body text.
· Font Type: Use a clear, sans-serif font such as Arial or Helvetica for readability.
· Colors: Use a light background with dark text for contrast. Limit the number of colors used to maintain clarity and coherence.
· Visuals: Use high-quality images, charts, and graphs to illustrate your findings. Each visual should have a brief caption.
· Layout: Arrange content logically, guiding the viewer from introduction to conclusions. Use columns to organize sections effectively.

Instructions for Preparation:
· Start with a Draft: Outline your content before designing the poster. Ensure all sections flow logically.
· Design Your Poster: Use software like Microsoft PowerPoint, Adobe Illustrator, or Canva to create your poster. Adhere to the specified dimensions and content sections.
· Incorporate Visuals: Design or select high-resolution images and graphics. Visuals should complement the text, not overwhelm it.
· Finalize Content: Check for clarity, coherence, and conciseness. Proofread to eliminate typos and errors.
· Print Your Poster: Print your poster on high-quality paper within the specified dimensions. Consider a matte finish to reduce glare.
· Prepare Your Pitch: Be ready to discuss your poster. Prepare a brief (3-5 minute) summary of your work to engage viewers and answer questions.

At the Conference:
· Display: Arrive early to set up your poster in the designated area. Ensure your poster is securely mounted.
